Sobriety Requirements: SA By-Laws simply require sobriety of 6 months for 
Chairperson and Secretary; 1 year for Treasurer.  There are no other sobriety 
requirements for the other positions, just a willingness to serve. 
 
All members of SA-NJ are eligible to nominate and serve however, only the 
present officers, chairs, alternates, and delegates from each of the individual SA 
groups in NJ (54) may vote. 
 
Service is one of the major keys to sobriety and recovery.  Anyone in SA may 
attend an Intergroup meeting.  Be sure to have your own Meeting Group 
represented for the elections.
